
Qualifications for delivery of LLNP services 2009-2010 
 

Assessors 

Assessors require the following minimum qualifications and experience: 

• A formal pre-service teaching qualification (that is, Diploma of Teaching; 

Bachelors degree plus Teacher’s Certificate; Bachelor of Education; Bachelors 

degree plus diploma of Education; or Bachelors degree plus Diploma in 

education studies (TESOL));  PLUS 

• A postgraduate qualification in teaching English to Speakers of Other 

Languages (TESOL) or Adult Literacy; PLUS 

• At least 3 years full-time equivalent experience in teaching in TESOL of 

Literacy Programs to adult, secondary or pre-tertiary level. 

• Certificate IV in Assessment and Workplace Training desirable.  

Applications will also be considered if you are; 

• Currently enrolled in, and proceeding towards, relevant post graduate 

qualifications; or 

• Have a demonstrated record of relevant experience in Adult Literacy and/or 

Assessment and/or TESOL 

 

Teachers 

Teachers require the following minimum qualifications and experience: 

• An undergraduate degree of at least 3 years in duration; PLUS 

• A recognised specialist TESOL qualification or specialist Adult Literacy 

qualification; PLUS 

• At least 100 hours teaching English as a Second Language (ESL) or Adult 

Literacy/Numeracy in the last 3 years.  

• Certificate IV in Assessment and Workplace Training desirable.  

 

Tutors 

Tutors require the following minimum qualification: 

• Certificate IV in Assessment and Workplace Training; or 

• Certificate IV in Training and Assessment
